Comparing district wise area cover in Kerala, Idukki has the largest forest cover (3139
Sq. Km.) in the state followed by Pathanamthitta (1830 Sq. km.), Palakkad (1826 Sq. Km.),
Malappuram (1811 Sq. Km.) and Wayand (1580 Sq. Km). Interms of percentage of forest cover
with respect to total geographical area, Wayand with 74.18% has the highest forest cover, followed
by Idukki (72.06%), Pathanamthitta (69.00%), Kozhikode (63.28%) and Thiruvananthapuram
(60.62%). The table reveals that there is an increase in forest cover to the extent of 1043 sq. km.
as compared to previous assessment which is mainly due to commercial plantation outside forest

area as well as improvement in interpretation.

National scenario

After taking account the changes observed during assessment periodsie. ISFR 2015
(updated) and ISFR 2017, there has been increase of 6788 sq. km. forest cover at the
national level. Three states namely Andhra Pradesh, Karnataka and Kerala have
contributed to an increase of 2,141 sq. km., 1,101sq.km and 1,043 sq. km. respectively.
The total forest cover of the country as per the India State of Forest Report 2017 is
7,08,273 sq. km., which constitutes 21.54 percent of the total geographical area
(32,87,469 km?) of the country. Of this, 98,158 sq. km. (2.99%) is very dense forest,
3,08,318 sq. km. (9.38%) is moderately dense forest and 3,01,797 sq. km. (9.18%) is
open forest cover. The mangrove cover in the country is 4,921 sq. km. which is 0.15%
of the country’s geographical area. The non-forest cover which includes 45979 sq. km.
scrubs and is estimated to cover an area of 2533,217 sq. km. (77.06%).

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REVENUE AND EXPENDITURE

The Forest Revenue realised during the year 2017-18 was X 245.42 crores
against the target of 3 341.32 crores. The total expenditure incurred during the year

was % 587.15 crores.

The forest contributes substantially to the non-tax revenue of the State. The
revenue from forestry sector by way of sale of timber and other forest produce
comes to X 245.42 crores during 2017-18. Major portion of the forest revenue was
from timber. During 2017-18, X 212.92 crores was collected towards revenue from
the sale of timber alone which accounted for 86.76% of the total forest revenue.

TIGER CENSUS

Monitoring of tigers, co-predators, their prey and habitats was carried out in the
forests of Kerala as part of the all India tiger estimation, as per the guidelines issued
by National Tiger Conservation Authority (NTCA) from 16 to 23+ December 2013
and the new census is also in progress. The status report of tigers in India published
by the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change (MoEF&CC) shows
that the population of tigers in Kerala has increased to 136 from the population of
71 in 2010. The report states that the tiger population and occupancy has shown a
substantial increase in Western Ghats landscape. A comparison of the population

CAPTIVE ELEPHANTS

Provisions of Wildlife (Protection) Act, 1972 and the Kerala Captive
Elephant (Management & Maintenance) Rules, 2012 have strictly implemented in
the State. State level task force, in which Addl. Principal Chief Conservator of
Forests (Biodiversity Cell) is the convenor and district level task force on Captive
Elephants have been constituted vide G.O (Ms) No.03/2015/F&WLD dated
17.01.2015 for ensuring welfare of Captive Elephants. So far, 430 owners and 2842

mahouts have been trained by Kerala Forest Department.
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Total number of captive elephants in the state is 535. Out of this, 498
elephants are privately owned and 37 elephants are owned by the department.
The number private and department owned elephants implanted with microchip
are 495 and 33 respectively. During the report year, twenty three deaths of captive

elephants are reported in the State.

PARTICIPATORY FOREST MANAGEMENT

The State has adopted participatory forest management as a strategy for
conservation of bio-diversity and for the improvement of livelihood of forest
dependent people by forming partnership institutions at grass root level since
1998. The institutions in territorial forest divisions are called Vana Samrakshana
Samithies. Those in Sanctuaries and National Parks are called Eco-Development
Committees. During the year 2017-18, there were 400 numbers of VSSs and190
numbers of EDCs.
