FINANCE

Revenue and Expenditure

The Forest Revenue realized during the year 2012-2013 was
"237.33crores. The total expenditure incurred during the year was "373.24
crores.

The forest contributes substantially to the non-tax revenue of the
State. The revenue from forestry sector by way of sale of timber and other
forest produces comes to "219.97 crores in 2012-2013. Major portion of the
forest revenue was from timber.During 2012-2013, "202.26crores was
collected towards revenue from sale of timber which aloneaccounted
for85.22% of the total forest revenue.

2012-2013 and2011-2012 is shown in table 5.1 below.

Participatory Forest Management (PFM)

The State has adopted Participatory Forest Management (PFM) as a
strategy for conservation of bio-diversity and for the improvement of
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livelihood of forest dependent people by forming partnership institutions at
grass root level since 1998. The institutions in Territorial Forest Divisions
are called Vana Samrakshana Samithies (VSS). Those in Sanctuaries and
National Parks are called Eco-Development Committees (EDC). During the
year 2012-13 there were 400numbers of VSSs and190numbers of EDCs.
