INTRODUCTION

The existence obacred groves in India dates back to ancientagrarian
hunt er gathering era and their presence
Believing that trees are the abode of deities and ancestral spirits, many communities
set aside sanctified areas ofdst and established rules and customs to ensure their
protection prohibiting felling trees, killing animals etc. The prevailing belief among
devotees is that the presiding deities administer punishment to individuals or entire
community in the form of dieases or crop failure if in case they violate the
established customs. As a result of such restrictions and strict adherence to the
accepted customs by the devotees , several endemic and endangered plant and animal
species have survived in the sacredvgsofor so many years since. Sacred groves
attain religious and holy significance all over.

The Earth Summit of 1992 emphasized the immediate need for protection and
conservation of biodiversity. Following that, the approach to biodiversity
conservation gaed revamping image all over the world. Protection with veneration
provided to these patches of forest as Sacred Groves from generations to generations
all over the world is significant in the sense that the principles odib®rsity
conservation hatieen inbuilt in their management. In India the Biological Diversity
Act enacted in 2002, stressed the need for implementing various measurers for bio
diversity conservation.. In the mean while, the Kerala Forestry Project -l
stressed the needrfbiodiversity conservation and constituted a Biodiversity Cell in
Forest Department. The Kerala Forestry Project (L@®8posedthe need for long
term conservation of sacred groves by taking up ecological survey and inventory of
sacred groves. In additicthe project provided for lump sum allocation of grants to
local communities and religious groups to improve awareness, demarcation,
protection and enhancement of local practices in Sacred Groves. But even after 17
years on completion of the project implentation a clear picture as to the spread of
area under vegetation and the related inventory about the sacred groves was
lacking.However the present trendkKérala Forest DepartmerkKED) in complying
with the objectives by imbibing the theme is wortby &ppreciation.
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Protection and Conservation of Sacred Groves is one among the schemes and
KFD is providing grant to various selected sacred groves under this scheme. For
implementing such a scheme a database covering inventory with all relevantigletails
very essential in order to obtain financial assistance in the full measure from Central
Government Though studies have been undertaken and reports published on sacred
groves of Kerala by various individuals and organizations, such reports do not cover
all the relevant details and they cover only part of some aspects, that too in incomplete
form. It is in this context this project receives warm acceptance at all levels
concerned.

This study is aimed at building a data base on the existence of sacred igro
Kerala. The work in Thiruvananthapuram District has been completed and report
submitted in 2013. Against earlier anticipated 100 numbers of sacred groves (SG) it
finally turned out to be 452. The report on Kollamstrict submittedn 2015 gives the
list of 895 against 100 and odd anticipated earlier. In the same manner in this report
the total number of sacred groves comes to 1231. Besides taking an inventory on the
number of SGS available, information on the extentlasfd undervegetation,
ownersip, legal status, geographical location including GPS data, assigning Id
number and such other imant information find a place this report. The impact
of such information on these patches of vegetation which have been surviving since
long and its soio-ecological scenario would amply help policy makers establish
guidelines and launch schemes for conservation without interfering with the freedom
of the custodians.The absence of such information in the earlier available data
base over thestate qualfies this study a unique venture.

This report is presented in two parts. Part 1 contains inventory details, study
on vegetation, ecological aspects and Scaitural studies along with photographs
of important sacred groves and plants. Rartomprises various statements on
location, geographical information, management details and Id numbers computed for
each sacred grove taluk wise. Maps showing the location of all the SGs taluk wise
are also included

METHODOLOGY

Area of Study

The project proposal envisagésking up the study in all the 14 districts of
Kerala. This report covetsozhikode district The district stretches along the shore of
ArabianSeafor a total areaf 2,206 sq km and population of 287 lakhs.There are
four tduks viz. Kozhikode, Koilandy, Vadakara and Thamaras$bgmarassery
taluk is in the middle belt. In the others most of the area form aloaslt Annual
rainfall is 254cms.

As regards soil isoncernedcoastal belt has sandy loam and in the rest of the
area is mostly latete.

Collection of available data

Before taking up field study a complete list of sacred groves had to be
obtained. The list of Sacred Groves ($@sailablewith Social Forestry Division
Kozhikode contained onlground 30humbers. Hence publicity was givennews
papers more than once in the district calling for the informatiomfthe custodians of
SGs to locate the SGi response tat IFK received more than 200 applications
giving all the relevant details. It is after that the field work was staitme
information started coming during field visit by word of mouth.

During the course of field work the field team received information locally
about nearby sacred groves for which no application had been received. Such SGs
have also been visited and documentedalfy, from available data with Social
Forestry, publicity in the press and through word of month, the number of sacred
groves totaled 1231 against the earlier recordadber belowi00 in the past.
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Constitution of Field Team

One retired Section FaseOfficer assisted by a local supporting hand formed
one field team. Thus there were five such tearhgy were provided with necessary
format for recording details and G.P.S equipment for recording latitudes and
longitudes. Their work was supervised arteecked by two retired ACFs (President
and Secretary of IFK Kozhikode Chapter) and at rantdgnthe senior members of
thelFK Executive Committee.

Format for recording data

A format was designed for the collection of data while visiting a sacred grove
which proposed teollect information such asName of SG, LocatignAddressof
custodian, Ktentof land under vegetation, Sy. Ndillage, existenceof Compound
wall, Ponds, Runa locally seen or reported etc. Further, details on inspection would
carry thevegetation, legal status, information of presiding deity, temples attached
including other facilities with a brief note on the route to reach the SG from a known
place and similar essential facts in respect of each grove.

Supervision of data collection ad expenditure

The IFK Executive Committee, meeting from time to time, took appropriate
decisions on expenditure and undertook checking the data collected according to the
format by making field inspections at random.

Extent of sacred grove

The extat of sacred grove is recorded based on the actual area under
vegetative cover. The documents if any produced by custodian may include the extent
of temples or other ancillary areas. In such cases the actual area under vegetation is
taken based on the expamnce of forest staff. They have also made it mandatory to
record it in a very conservative manner in order to avoid any distorted figure on the
higher side.Minimum size is governed by richeness of vegetation and local
acceptanc®ecordng survey no. another details are done based on information
provided ly persons in charge of the SGenfication of authentic records§ readily
available only could be done as it was not generally feasible everywhere.

Legal status

Legal status was looked into to cldgghe sacred groves into the following
categories as could be verified from reliable records or information. (i) Managed by
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Devaswam Board (ii) Under public Trust, (iii) Under Local Committee (iv) Private
(includes family trust or kudumba ownership). Mdedails about these will appear in
the chapter on Sociological Dimensions.

Documentation of Flora and Fauna

Generally the field team is conversant with the identification of the species
and common shrubs. But they have also taken the help of personssemweth the
identification of uncommon shrubs and herbs including medicinal plants. In addition
servicesof BotanyExpert was obtained to identify and arrive at the complete list of
flora in selected sacred groves. He has provided total inventotgrdf gpecies in as
much as 29 selected SGs distribubeer allthe four taluks and the lists are included
in the report.

Mapping

Location of all the SGs has been marked in maps talukwise based on GPS readings.
The serial numbers have been allotted védlagse. These serial numbers have been
adopted as Id numbers of the sacred groves.
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CHAPTER Il
REVIEW OF LITERATURE

There is plenty of literature authored by various scholars such as Gaikward,
Oliver Kind, Dr. Raviprasad Rao,Muhamed Jafer Pilot & R&adBanan, Mohan C.N
& Ganga Prasad, Unnikrishnan ,U. M.Unnikrishna and others on the character and
status of sacred groves in general which constitute the basis of this chapter partly. In
addition there are various articles on SGs in other countries lateaity surfing
internet.

The sacred Groves came into existence thousands of years ago and in general
they are dedicated by local communities to their ancestral spirits or deities. They have
been defined by many authors like those above and all the aefsitarry more or
less the same meaning. The followiage theviews that emerge out of their
contributions.

According to the above authorSacred Groves (SG) are a patches of
vegetation or group of trees protected by the local people through religious and
cultural practices evolved to minimizestruction.Sacred groves, the community
based repositories of biological diversitgre segments of landscapes typically
covering a patch of vegetation with perennial water resources. They are patches of
wildemess conserved owing to their perceived importance attached to a village deity..
Sacred grove is an agdéd tradition where a patch of forest is dedicated to local
deities and none is allowed to cut plants or to harm animals. Sacred groves are
community baed monuments of biological diversity.

Global Scenario

Sacred Groves (SG) are distributed across the globe and diverse cultures
recognize them in different ways encoding various rules for their protection .Sacred
groves associated with religious beliefsrevéghere in many countries from time
immemorial. Sacred groves have been reported from many countries like Mexico,
Ghana, Nigeria, China, Syria, Europe and America.

In the Caucasus Mountains(Russia) each community had its own sacred
grove. They worshipmkthese as sanctuaries built among age old trees which were
never to be cutgicture Plate- Il ).

The Greek and Roman landscapes were dotted with many sacred places which
contain groves of trees and water springs. Groves were in existence in Greece an
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Rome long back. The most famous sacred grove in Greece was Oak Grove at
Dodona. Outside the walls od Athens the site of the Academy was a sacred grove of
olive trees.

Resources from the groves were used for religious purposes. Animals like
goats and d& were captured and offered to appease the deity. Trees in the groves
could be used for building temple. Wood from sacred trees was believed to have
magical powers when fashioned into statues of gods. This kind of multiplbyuse
relaxing strict measuresn conservation caused decline of SGs in some parts of
Europe. One greddruidic grove in south Gaul (Rome)was c¢cl eared by Cea
troops in an attempt to remove spiritual powers inherent in the grove. There was a
grove in front of thechurch in Weissenlach an der Triesting.(picturd®LATE II)
In Europe sacred groves survived in the Baltic states longer than in other parts .The
sacred groven island Estonia is the oneS€e picture Platé)

In Tuna a southern province @hina, the inhabitants did nalare to touch the
native mountain forest because of their fear on wrath of God.

In Africa, among the Kikuyu ,groves d&fligumutree are sacred and those
trees were not to be cut. In these sacred groves, sheeps and goats were sacrificed and
prayers offeredor rain or fine weather or for curing diseases . In Keniaya a
sacred forest considered to be an intrinsic source of ritual power and origin of cultural
identity . It is also a place of prayer for members of a particular ethnic -group
Mijikenda people The flora was used solely for collection of medicinal plants.
Cutting and clearing trees were not permitted. Nigeria the OsumOsobgo sacred
grove containing dense forests is dedicated to fertility god in Yoruba mythology and
is dotted with shrinesnal sculptures . This grove was designated dbleSO World
Heritage Sitein 2005.(picture- Plate] )

In Japan the SeifaUtaki contains a sacred grove, with rare indigenous trees
like Kubanoki ( a kind of Palm)and Yubunikkei( Cinnamomum japonicunihis is
UNESCO World Heritage Site of 2003.

A grove neateonaall the way down a mountain side up to sea was dedicated
to the goddess Artemis at the instance of Alexander the Great. Artemis was
considered to be the protector of animals and plants.

In America-The Bohemian Grove located in Californias a privately owned
sacred grove and in mid July each year they perform symbolic rituals such as
Cremation of Care. picture- Platel )
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Attitude by different Religions in the world

Due to the rise in dogmatic ligions like Christianity and Islam, which
advocated faith in one God the tradition of maintaining sacred groves and sacred trees
did not get an unconditional flow of support though sacred groves exist in many
countries in some form or other among thoskgions. We can still get lot of
instances to show that this attachment to trees coupled with spiritual beliefs exist
among different religions also other than Hinduism.

In the kingdom of Shower in Arabia, tree worship was prevalent in 1860 for
gettingrain. Muslim Persiangnvoke the spirits supposed to dwell in certain trees by
hanging on the branches , pieces from garments during some ceremonial occasions.

In Indonesia Ficus bengalensis is considesadred. They believed the
existence of holy spits in the tree which would ensure availability of clean water.

There is a Parish Church of Weissenbach Treisting in Lower Austria, Europe,
a grove exists in front of the church. .In Syria there is a grove sacred dedicated to
Adonis at Afga.

Buddhahimselfgained realization anenlightment undea pipal tree. Buddha
is reported to have been born in a sacred gtavebinivanafull of Sal trees.(Gadgil

In Kolhapur district there exists a small sacred grove on the land of a Muslim
peasant. This land was purchased by him fromadmin priest in 1962.The Muslim
peasant observes lagr ossawny @and postd sowind i wal s a
ceremonies) at this sacred grove along with adjoining Hindu peasants.
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In Murshidabad district (Raghnathgunj town in West Bengal),in a mazaar
pir- is located amidst a grove . On the top of the grave three itres=m, mahakal,
and bel are there which are worshiped by Hindus.

In the heart of Midnapur city, a sacred grove is dedicated to a pir called
Hazrat Balak Shahid Rehmatullah Elachi, who died adenturies back. There is a
sacred well i nside known as f@ASheikh Kuabo.

In Midnapur itself there is another big sacred grove dedicatedpiocalled

Number of Sacred Groves

The total number of sacred groves in any state or region estimated and
reported isnot based on any authenticdyu All the reports on the number of SGs go
by roudh estimation as can be seen below. The rough estimate of the number of
sacred groves in India is around 14000 with an extent of about 55000 hectares .
(Nalinakshan P.Ki 2004). Another statement is that there are more than 50,000
sacred groves in Indieonserving the indigenous flora and fauna for the present and
future generations. (Induchoodan N.C. Dr:) . It has been estimated that total number
of sacred groves in the country lie between 100,000 and 150,000 (Malhotra; 1998)
{Kannan C.S. Warrier, Kurikannan. C & Gunasekharan.iT2004}. However the
overall picture in respect of India as a whole is not a matter of study in this report.But
this calls for a comprehensive sturdy over the whole country.

In the beginning of the fdCentury, there were motban 30,000 groves in
Kerala. A recent survey revealed that only less than 1000 sacred groves exist and
most of them are less than 1G i extent. (Mohanan C.N. & Ganga Prasad.A). . It
may be mentioned that Ward and Conner (1927) reported about 15¢060 geoves
in Travancore and Cochin regions ,of Kerala. On the other hand, it is estimated
recently that only 2000 well preserved sacred groves are present in the whole state
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(Rajendra Prasad, 1995) {Chandrasekhara LRBD4}. Kerala State is having gnl

556 sacred groves preserved with maximum numbers in Kozhikode (148) followed by
Kasargod (112) and Kannur (67) in the North and Thiruvananthapuram (49) and
Kollam (48) districts in the Sdh- (Unni P N & Anupama C). According EBNVIS
Centre on Consertian of Ecological Heritage andacred Site®f under Govt. of
India 644 SGs have been documented Kerala .As for Kozhikode District the
estimatioon the number of SGs 22 by Dr. Induchoodan and, b§ ENVIS Centre.

The Web Site of Kerala Forests awblldlife Department adopted the figus&500 for

the state (2009). It is evident that there is no reliability in the reports by various
authors on the projected number of sacred gragesell as the detailand they are

all far from actual position asn be seen in this study.

Flora

The vegetation in sacred groves is generally immensely rich in diversity of
species depending on the conditions of habitat prevailing in various regions.. Studies
made so far made till 2004 listed out 805 species of flongeand norflowering
plants belonging to 121 families, comprising 673 dycotyledons belonging to 95
families and 126 monocotyledons belonging to 20families ( Unni P.N. & Anupama
2004).

Majority of the species belong to families such as Annonaceae,
Menispemaceae, Capparidaceddalvaceae Rutaceae, Meliaceae, Vitaceae, Myris
ticaceagFabaceae, Anacardiace&ibiaceaetc.

Unni. P.N and Anupama have also provided a table listing the above 805
species in their paper O0CoNsedvatmidomstofat eg
presented at the National Workshop on Sacred Groves held in September 2004 at
Kozhikode. According to Gadgil and Vivek (1976) , sacred groves are the treasure of
rare and endemic species. Many workers supported this view. For examgligsis
of phytogeographical elements of sacred groves of Kerala indicates that 721 species
(including Gnetum ula) recorded from the sacred groves 154 are endemic to western
Ghats and 33% of them are trees (Induchoodam }{9GBandrasekhara u.m.2004}

Fauna

Similarly, fauna in the sacred groves have been listed out .which contain
Amphibians3, reptiles 10, and birds 16#this include25 species of birds that breed
in sacred groves. The Sacred groves are the last shelter of the common fauna
including a variety of insects, reptiles, mammals, birds and raoganisms. Among
the animals, a few are enlisted as threatened in India such as the fresh water and
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terrestrial tortoises, python, monitor lizard, mongoose, palm civet, Nilgiri Languor,
Slender Lois, several amphibians, reptiles, aves and insects. The Malabar large
spotted civet presumed to be extinct is reported last from some of the groves in
Malabar. Birds, including a few migratory ones, select groves for nesting and
breeding. A phenomenon knawas over wintering (staying without going back)
among winter visitors of birds is also noticed in some of these groves of Kerala.
(Mohanan C.N. to Ganga Prasase2@04).

The major fauna of the groves comprise of snakes (cobra, viper and rat snake)
waterhen, toddy cat and mongoose. The pond contains various fishes, tortoise, frog
and waters snake. (KannanC.S. Warrier, KunhiKannan C and Gunasekz084)T

The birds and bats find their natural nesting places in the sacred groves. They,
in addition to the scavenger role check the insect and pest population. The bird
droppings rich in phosphorous replenish the phosphorus deficient soil of the region.
Snake and mongoose find their home in sacred groves. The snake controls the rodent
population, which if I& unchecked will destroy the crops of the locality. The snake
population is kept under check by the mongoose. Insect fauna, particularity the bees
make their hives in sacred groves and facilitate the cross pollination of many plants
species of the locdy. (U.M.Chandrashekara004)

Ecological functions.

According to Rajendraprasad (1995), sacred groves show high porosity and
low bulk density compared to the soils of nearby areas. He also observed the thick
litter covers and channels created by soil mfauna together enhanced the water
retention, root system development, gaseous exchange and heat conductance. The role
of sacred groves as micveatershed in local area has been recognized by many
workers. (Chandrashekara U\2004)

As an ecosystem, theyelp in soil, water and nutrient conservation and the
ponds and streams adjacent to these groves are perennial water sources, which
adequately explain their hydrological significance, though not evidenced through
results of scientific investigation. (UnRiN.& Anupama €2004)
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CHAPTER Il
RESULTS OF STUDY

General

The study revealed that there are 1231 sacred groves covering an extent of
around141 ha of vegetative cover. Out of the four taluks in this district kkatie
taluk contain the maximum number namely 653. Minimum is accounted by
Thamarassery.The extent of SGs varies from less than 3 cents to 24Thoeesless
than 3 cats form only 2. The maximum is irthe classeabove 10 cents.Most of
these SGs are canéd to the coastal belt with sandy and sandy loam.As regards
ownership 83 % come under Private ownership. Those under Public trust and
Devaswam Board are just a few.

Kkd/2)-PurakkadBhadrakaliKirathamurthy grove local acceptance is very high as
seen from the maber of devotees and the degree of sanctity and punctuality followed
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there. Besides there are very big typical trees like Ficus, Cheru etc even though the
number is very few. Some others have historical importance. Punathil bhagavathy
kavu (SG.Ndkd/26) has only 2 cents under vegetation.It has historical importance.lt
was originally with Hindus. Afterwards it went into the hands of Muslims. The
Muslims later handed over it to Hindus for proper maintenance. Even festivals are
organized every year. Sridadkavu near Beypore (SG Neokd/64) also has only 2

cents. This is attached to a temple and Theyyam a rare celebration is conducted here.
Thus there are some such over riding factors that led us to include them also. Such
sacred gorves are not likely to véamis course of time.

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CHAPTER IV
COMPOSITION -VEGETATION

The vegetation in sacred groves enjoys a higher level of protechom fire
besides freedom from Hio interference.lt is again the abodemany fauna which
contribute to its diversity based on soil conditions.An attempt is made in this chapter
to sum up brieflythe various plants growing in a given set of locality factors
prevailing.

Vegetation

Tree crop The vegetation has certain disfitve ecological characteristics
such as clear tiers of trees, shrubs herbs, besides the climbers, epiphytes parasites etc.

and Icanthceae. Icanthceae is one family which comprises quite a number of
medicinal plants likevarious specious oGomphandra, Sarcostigma and Miquelia
which form the source of a number of derivatives providing rich alternative for
anticancer compounds.

The other species that are found more common than in the sotgyern of
Kerala areAglaia elaeagnoidea (punyava) , Antidesma ghaesembilla
(poothiruval)Corypha umbraculifergkudappana)Cynometra travancoricgkoori),
Dipterocarpusindicus (kalpine) Litsea coriaceag(puttuthala), Falconeria insignis
(kalmaram), andSyzygium caryophyllatunThe last one shows stunted growth and
found common on heavy lateritic soRare and threatened trees suchvisistica
malabarica (Ponnampoovu), Gymnacranthera farquhariana (Undappayin)

(avukkaram),Rauvolfia tetraphylla, Allophyllus serratus, Glycosmis macrocarpa, and
Rauvolfia tetraphyllahavinghigh medicinal value also add to this stock.

Climbers

Occurrence otlimbers and herbs is abundant compared to southern districts.
In many sacred groves the number of climber species vary from 20 to 45. Families
such as Bignoniaceae, Leguminoceae, Hipgtaceae, Vitaceae and Menispermaceae
are rich in are rich in climbing plants. The family Menispermaceae contributes very
important climbers like Coscinium fenestratum(Medicinal & Endangered),
Anamirtha coculus ,Tinosperm&p. etc .Coscinium fenestratum is seen in
Thechottukavu in Narikuzhi village of Thamarassery Talakaddition, Icnocarpus
frutescensof ApocynaceaeBauhinia scandenand B.phoeniceaof Caesalpinaceae,
Dioscoria pentaphyllaof Dioscoriceae ané&rycibe paniculateof Convolulaceae are
met with in these sacred groves which explain the richness of biodiversity coupled
with medicinal properties.

There are also some plants which grow as free standing shrubSrbken
species wherthey fail to encounter mechanical suppfot climbing by winding
There are number of the climbers that have tendrilsHikgonia mistax, Anamritha
sp.Cissus spetc which go up the top canop of trees and spread. A few climers grow
as creepers and grow along the darkest part and ultimately get at the trunlaaje¢he
tree for support.

Herbs

The occurrence of very valuable herbs having medicinal properties is worth
mentioning in this respect.Some of the important herbs are the following

i. Scorparia dulicsFamily-Scrophuraliaceae, which ic known léallurukki in local
language, has number of medical applications. It is antlarial, antiulcer,
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antipyretic besides possessing aphrodisiac activity andteyto activity against
cancer cells.

ii. Spermacoce articulari®ubiaceae family (Kudalchurukki)has medtinal uses.

iii. Tridax porcumbeng Daisy family_ Kummini pacha has antiviral, antioxidant
and wound healing powers.

iv. Anaphyllam wightiAreaceae (Keerikizhangw) is a tribal medicine used in
treatment of scabis, as antifungal and as antidotestgaake bite.

v. Lagenendra meeboldiiAraceae This is a fish feed seen confined to the marshy
banks of SGs.

vi. Pentanema indicusBunflower familyis again a tribal medicine good for
abdominal pain, throat disorder, and as oral contraceptive.

vii. Geophila repensRubiaceadKarimuthil), is almost a creeper with conspicuous
red fruits is an antifungal agent, but edible also.

In the SGs existing on coastadgion Vatica chinensisHoligarna arnottiana
Hydnocarpus pendandraAssociation could be observedOther trees such as
Ficus species like tsjahela or tinctoriaamplissima, Strychnos nuxvqrisibeubs
like Ixoracoccinea,Glycosmis pentaphylla, climbers like Cansjera rheedei, Abrus
pulchellus etc. are there. A typical SG is Poyilkavu in Koilandy Taluk.

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CHAPTER. VI
Plant Distrib ution T Frequency Analysis

Among the 1231sacred groves (S} of the district, one time enumeration
was carriedbut in 27 SGs based on the extef area, vegetation type and location in
the four taluks viz. Kozhikode, Quilandy, Vadakara and Thamarassery. For the
analysis of the frequency of distribution and ocence, perennial species like trees,
shrubs and climbers alomeeretaken because enumeration was carried out only once
in the Sacred groves. Among the 372 species enumerated, 143 are trees, 121 climbers
and 108 shrubs. With regards to the frequency afimence Strychnos nuxomicais
the most widely occurring species. It is occurring in all the 27 SGs; followed by
Adenathera pavoninand Pothos scandens 25 SGs;Caryota urens, Chassalia
ophioxyloidesand Mimusops elengin 24 SGs;Cissus latifoliain 23 SGs and
Sterculia guttatain 20 SGs. As many as 90 species are occurring in one SG; 56
species in twoSGs; 40 species in three SGs and 35 species in four SGs. The
frequency of occurrence of species in different sacred groves is provided in-gable 1

ard figurel.

Analysis of species distribution shows that as many as 19 species enumerated
from Vallikkattu Kavu have not been recorded from other SGs. Poyilkavu has 6
species unigue to it; Peralam Kavu has 9; Pinnanath Kavu and Parokavu have 6 each
and Peram Kavu has 9 species. With regards to nativity of species which are
unique to the sacred groves, out of the 19 species in Vallikkattu Kavu, 15 are
indigend(us and 2 exotics. All the 6 unique species in Poyil Kavu and Pinnanathu
Kavu are indigenous. IRarokavu, out of the 6 unique speci@saia auriculiformis
is exotic. Among the 90 unique species in the sacred groves, 69 are indigenous and 19

exotics.The tables carry abreviaions of sacred groves.

The analysis with respect to endemism shows that, out of the 372 species, 35
are Western Ghats endemics. BEm@an among trees are relatively high with 19
species. Among the 121 species of climbers only 5 are endemics and out of the 108
shrubs 11 endemics. As many as 44 exotics were recorded from the sacred groves.
Invasive species such adikania micrantha, Mimas invisa and Chromolaena
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odorata have established in some of the sacred groves where the vegetation is
degraded. Exotic garden plants suchbasga javanica, Plumeria obtas Plumeria

rubra, Nerium oleander, Allamanda cathartica, Caesalpinia pulcherrimia B
orellana etc were planted in some of the sacred groves. Among the 10 dominant
sacred groves, tree diversity is highest in Karimalakavu with 61 species. Shrub
diversity is high in Peralamkavu with 54 species and climber diversity high in
Vallikkattukavuwith 54 species.

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CHAPTER VI
ECOLOGICAL STATUS.

Sacred groves with therichness in biodiversity are of immense ecological
significance. The vegetation as well as the biological setup in a sacred grove is
normally fully protected rom human interference through customary taboos and
sanctions with cultural and ecological implications. In such a typical condition there
can be immense activity among and between all living organisms providing plenty of
resources for research on sometlid aspects not seen studied hitherto. In this
chapter with the limited scope to undertake a study on this vast subject, the
observations made with the basic principles relating to ecological status have been
presented.This is confined to vegetation| sonditions, faunal sigficance and water
conservation.

. Keystone species

Apart from direct benefits of biodersity conservation, there aradirect
benefis which flow from sacred groves througtosystem functions.oge species,
though present in sianumbers, play very important role by their unique abilities
such as nitrogen fixation and attracting many bjesismals etcand help maintaining
life forms in plenty. They are known as keystone species. These species have
disproportionate large effecn other species in a community.Law (2002) tried to
identify keystone species in two SGs based on following parameters.

Once such species are removed from an ecosystemayitcreate dramatic
changes inthe rest of the community. Muclstudies have not been made on this
aspect in respect of the SGs in Kerala. In Tamil Nadkicus religiosa and F.
benghalensis known as strangler figs, are considered to be Keystone species. These
species have aggressive growth habit ensuring their regeneration and survival. They
bear pulpy small fruits during dry summer when most of therospecies do not.
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Hence they attract frugivorous birds, a few mammals and reptiles and several species
of insects. Many pollinators and seed dispersers are attracted to promote regeneration
in the plant community. In many of the SGs Ficus species asermreAnother
attraction is that thelifferent specie®f Ficus bear fruits in different seasonsoals

Vatica chinensis( Dipterocarpacead)This is one among the prominent
trees and bats prefer this for roosting.It also produces plenty of fruits and is
included in IUCN Red List.
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Vii. Similarly there are some shrubs like Glycosmis pentaphylla, Chassalia
ophioxyloides,Canthium specieshich do play an important role in

sustaining vegetation in the sacred groves.

viii.  Alangium salvifolium, the climber is very impant as medicinal plant. Its
fruits are liked by all kinds of animals and birds. Similar other climbers
Gymnema sylvestre, Hemidiscus indicus etc also are species to be studied

in this direction to highliht their role in the sustenance of sacred groves.

Natural Regeneration

The species composition of trees in sacred groves consists of light demanders,
shade bearers and shade tolerants. Seedlings of species, for which securing light
condition is less pronounced, may come up or compete with the seedlingg of t
canopy species. As the top canopy trees of varying growth requirements survive
well, their regeneration under less favourable conditions particularly when the light
condition is restricted, is a matter of study. Regeneration of shade bearing and shade
tolerant species do come ,bpt it persists for long periods in whippy form till
favourable light conditions set in. These seedlings survive if soil conditions are
favourable and root competition is less provided they could build up reasonable level
of root stock. It is by keeping these basic principles in mind the flora of the sacred
groves have been examined.

Natural regeneration in humid tropical forest is highly complex and least
understoodIn a closed canopy, it depends on gaps created by naturadiegédike
wind, old age of trees and so on. Stool shots generally arise from short lived
adventitious buds formed between the wood and bark of the stump.

Natural regeneration depends on the following

Seed production, age of the tree ,predatbrseeds, failure of ovule
development, interval of seed production., dispersal and germidatitthve case of
orthodox seedsviability is long. As regards recalcitrant seeds, they are killed if
moisture content is below a certain value. Large seedtgemminate unless they
are buried beneath the litter or mineral soil as seen in the cBsespiyros perigrina
It is a shade bearer. Its seeds are disbursed by bats and monkeys. If exposed to sun
for longer period it seldom germinate and grow. Thisasfined to wet locations of
coastal belt. Natural regeneration of shrubs and climbers is not a matter of concern
since they multiply even under reduced light conditions. As most of the SGs are

comparativelysmdl in extent unlike large streches foreg growth, light penetration
from lateral side is also possible which mitigate adverse condition for the growth of
light demanders.Natural regeneration is generally good in the case of Anijily

arnotiang, Uletty (Caryotta urens)Marotty Hydnocarpus pentandjaetc. which

Besides regeneration from seeds it produces coppice
shoots. This is seen more common than in southern regiddst such profuse
regeneration is not seen in SGs It is understood from literature that there are chances
for pods ofSaraca geting infected by pests before they become ripe to disperse
mature seedsSome of the species though shade tolerant when young need overhead
light to grow well after they reach sapling stagetocarpus hirsute & Alstonia
scholarisbehare this mannePhyllanthus emblic#s rarely seen in the sacred groves.
Natural regeneration is very poor due to low viability of seeds and sensitivity of
seedlings to shade.

Again natural regeneration of some species which are basically deciduous in
naure is noticed in the sacred grové¥ongamia pinnatais drought hardy and
sensitive to shade. The regeneration of this plant along with mature ones is seen on
the boundaries of some of the sacred groves. Sandal wood is generally a light
demander though itan tolerate shade to some extent. But we have noticed more
sandal saplings in many alongnyes The fact that these patches ae protected from
fire is also contributing to improved regeneration status. But the role of invasive
species ,mainly climbergs a matter that calls for deep thinking.

Soil Condition

In Sacred Grovesgriodicity of litter fall varies according to seasons. It starts
by winter and goes on till March. Fine root production starts in-NMefzh and
reaches its peak duringima .Studies indicate thatthr is the main store house of
nitrogen than fine roots and microbial biomass. Litter decay starts by first few
showers and reaches its peak in the rainy season. It releases nutrient fast during rainy
season when the up takg plants is very high. Litter and fine roots normally add
phosphorus to soil, buelatively less. The input of nitroges very much higher than
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that of other nutrients. Mineralization (by which humus is converted into inorganic
nutrients) during wet wagher and immobilization during theydseason is common as
regards nitrogets concerned. Release of nitrogen from decomposing litter islelou
that from fine roots. Whenitnogen is released in plentgpparentlygall develops and

is visible on leaf sudce. Gall is an abnormal swelling of plant tissue by parasitic
organisms. Parasites stimulate production of galls by secreting chemical irritants on
the plant tissue.

SOIL TEST

Soil samples were taken from five sacred groves at different locationd and a
five sites outside the SGs but close to them for comparison. The result of soil test
shows that in most of the cases awaligy of organic carbon is generallpedium
even though the samples were taken after the areas received very good showers. The
high concentration of fine roots in surface layer of soil facilitates rapid uptake of
nutrients released from decomposing litter.

Organic Carbon- (OC) is the most important constituent of the soil which influence
the plant growth as a source of energy artdgger for nutrient availability through
mineralization. An increase in OC leads to greater biological diversity both in flora
and soil organism$2hosphorusis the main supplier of microbes and not the litter or
fine roots. It also helps growth of r@otWhen acidity is high phosphorous is less
active. But in these areas acidity is comparatively lowPotassium is more in
clayey soil but it is not in the form for absorption by plants. It is helpful in protein
synthesis, opening and closing of stomata iarphotosynthesis. Potassium deficiency

is common in sandy soils. When the level of potassium and phosphorus is deficient to
match the available nitrogen besides general growth, fruiting and flowering of plants
retard. These are the basic concepts baseshich the effect of soil test result on the
vegetation of sacred groves is examined.

The number of soil samples taken is not sufficient enough to make authentic
conclusions on the occurrence of various species. Moreover, such a detailed study is
beyondthe purview of this report. One of the main observations made is that in
alkaline soils the species diversity is very low. Again, in respect of SGs having
alkaline soil, theoutside sites have acidic soill

With the imited data on the soil condition a detailed study could not be
undertalen. As is seen from the above, soil is not genefailjhly acidic. Many
valuable climbers like species of Apocynaceae, Caesalpinnaceae , Dioscoreaceae are
seen in sacred groves having sandy loam with medium Potash , medium organic
carbon and low phosforsuThe occurrence of climbers and herbs in large numbers
unlike in other regions could be somethirelated to this condition. hEreis no
marked change in thecomposition of vegetation from place to place within the
arealn the middle land there are sen8Gs having hard laterite and stunted tree
species are seehnegSyzygium caryophyllattum.But there is profuse growth of
climbers.

As stated in the results of soil test, generally soil acidity is medium or low
unlike the regions of south.Where ever saildity is medium, organic carbon is
high.The soil outside the sacred groves is found to be neutral in pH or tend to be
alkalineThe species that has maximum representation as per analysis of distribution is
Strichnus nuzzomica.The soil requirement of thiree species ,as reoported,is loamy
soll, slightly acidic, medium OC, low potassium, and low phosphorous.This explains
the predominance of his species in these sacred groves.Ficus species also prefers
sandy soil with low acidity.Hence various specieshsas F. tsjahela, F.arnotiana and
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F. talbotii are met with in addition to common ficus trees. Most of the important
species seen in the 28 selected groves sucltliasbers like Bauhinia scandens,
Morinda umbelata,Coscinium fenestratum, shrubs like Gomphirata, Polyalthia
korintii, Anodendrn paniculatum, and trees like Maduka neerifolia, Diospyros
montana and Mesua ferra prefer medium to slight acidity in the soil.

In sacred groves like Thirumangalam, Thechottuk#iarjmala kavu the
soil acidity is above medium andhglaia elaeangnoideasuitable for such area is met
with. In palorath Kavu in Koilandy taluk and in Azhatt lllam kavu in Vadakara taluk
where the soil acidity is neutral and organic carbon is medium to high, there is thick
growth am high diversity of species.

Soil conservation

Rapid litter decomposition and the root mat development with plenty of fine
roots on the surface layer of the soil support large above ground biomass. Many
micro organismsinvertebrates, fungi etc floursh. Root mat prevents the nutrients
from leaching out. This is visible in many SGs when visited soon after rainy season.
The spreading net work of large trees prevents to a great extent soil being washed
away.

Water conservation.

Almost all sacred gras are associated with ponds. The water from the pond
is used for temples rituals and poojas and therefore, kept clean. As the ponds are
either within the groves or along the boundary of the groves, these will not dry up
during summer. The ponds play a keje in maintaining the water table of the area
around the grovedt is observed that the number of ponds are rare in all taluks except
in kozhikode. Again quite a number are not natural ponds and they man made.But the
under ground water table is comparaly high.

Sacred groves cannot be taken as an isolated system. By its presence amidst a
mosaic of landscape such asfre forests, cultivated areas and human settlements
sacred groves enhance the landscape heterogeneity and biodiversity. An assessment
on this contribution by sacred groves is a matter of study to be undertaken by bio
diversity organizations.

Faunal significance

The sacred grooves harbour numerous birds, butter flies and bats apart from
primates and small mammals.( Chandi&®3). Number of tortoise live in ponds
attached to SGs. In one StBere are two varieties. On the ground there are termites,
ants andearth worms which play an important role in building up soil .Around 100 sp.
of mammals,476 sp. of birds, 156 sp. of reptiles,91 sp. of amphibians and 196 sp.of
fishes are reported to be available in the sacred groves of Kerala.(KFRI Reserch
Report.406)Though the above information indicates the potential giving an overall
picture, inthese pockets of SGs maofythem arenot visible on one or two visitas
all depends on the seasdrhe animals found are those which nested there in like
snakes, frogstortoise, lizards etc. and those visit the site for food and temporary
shelter like bats. A clear study on this fauna would involve long period of periodical
observation by experts, not to speak of the cost. In this report the study team noted the
animab seen directly and also gathered information from the custodians or local
people and also available literature specific to such cases. a8l mammals,
civets, monitor lizard monkeyand Peacock are the animals very frequently visiting
thee SGs. Tanite mounts arenoticed even though they agenerallypresent inside
dead wood and below soil.

Gall formation on leaves.

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Role of termites

Termites are insects that live in colonies composed of individwals (i) from
more than one generation ,(ii) those giveoperative care of the young and (iii) those
showing reproductive division of labour. Some species liveinvitvood and others
inside soil matrix in nests that are described as diffuse gallery systems. There are still
others which while living inside soil build mounds emerging from the soil surface.The
occurrence of mounts. Such cases are seen plenty duringniex®ecember in
many SGs in Kiolandy taluk.

Termites form a significant element of soil mideuna. The food of termites
mainly is plant material. Termites can also feed on animal products such as dung,
fresh mammalian carcasses.Some termites feedtlyi on the wood of living trees
while there are others which depend on humus in the soil. The former type posses an
intestinal fauna of flagllate protozoa which initiate the digestion of cellulose . The
other one depend on fungi and bacteria actingoo supply before it is eaten.One
subfamily of Termitidae collects sound wood and stores iMacrotermitinae)
within the nest to be worked on by by specific fungi. Another type depends on the
humus present in the soil for nourishment and utilizes largeunt of excreta for
construction of mounds. Studies on termites also reveal that they have no sight and
they are deaf. They recognize their nest mate by their special odor. They leave scent
trails to food sources outside the nest. The scent comes fglam@ present on the
under side of the abdomen.

Below ground nests are very common where moisture remains at low levels
throughout the year. Here evaporation and desiccation remain low. Cellulose is the
desired product for them though they feed on grdumg etc. Lignin from plant
particle is used to reinforce nest material and shelter tubes though itdsgestible.

They eat their dead to gain prot@rcase of cannibalism. In dry conditions termites
are the main decomposers of litter due to theilitpalho avoid dehydration and face
prolonged desiccation.

The influence of termites on living trees adversely affects timber production.
But their activity on fallen and dead wood in sacred groves improve the soil fertility.
Termite take active e in cellulose processing and soil bioturbation. In doing so they
establish symbioses with both microbes in the guts and many organisms in their
mounds. They act on soil and litter by feeding and excavating soil. They break down
litter into smaller partiles and expose inner surfaces of litter for early action by
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bacteria and fungiheir mounts ae seen in some of these SGs wherktézals
plenty during cold season.

Wild cat- (Felis silvestris)

.Wild cat is the ancestor of domestic cat. It feeds aksluismall rodents, fish,
egg etc.They live in rocky areas with tall trees.The presence of wild cat is an
indication of high degree of faunal density.

Monitor lizard.

This species is included in the IUCN Red List as threatened species.lt is
noticed in saed groves adjacent villages and is diurnal. It could be seen in the
mornings and evenings. It , being carnivor, can eat anything it can overcome.This is
considered to have medicinal value and tribals do not spare them.Being a top predator
and scavenger ihcan check the population of rats as wild cat does.

Mongose.(Herpestes javanicus)is considered to be a destroyer of vermin.It feeds
on wide variety of vertebrates and occasionally on fruits and vegetables.

Bats

The bats visiting the SGs fall undédret category of fruit bats and they form
abundant group of mammals. They are seen roosting in many sacred groves. They
play important ecological roles as prey and predator, arthropod suppression, seed
dispersal ,nutrient distribution etc. As studies indictitat the economic benefits
from bats in general are, biological pest control, plant pollination, seed dispersal,
guano mining, bush meat and medicine, aesthetic value, education and research. In
spite of the economic benefits, damage caused on hunaastolck and agricultural
crops are also reported. They have enemies also such as amphibians, reptiles, owls
etc. Most of the bats are predated during roosting or foraging.They form hosts for
parasites as we learn about bat fleas, bat flies, bat mitéwgsdwhich live on the
skin surface and in fur of bats.

Although pollination by bats is relatively uncommon, in arid and sadi
habitats agave and cacti are pollinated by bats. Seed dispersal in respect of fleshy
fruits done by bats is tremendous. Tight foraging fruit bats are more active than
birds in foraging fleshy fruits, covering long distances and defecate during flight and
thereby contribute seed dispersal.
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The guano is having high nutrient potential and it is dispersed over landscape
during flight. Bat guano is reported to support diversity of organisms like arthropods,
fungi,bacteria and lichens.

With the basic information as described above when we watch their role in
sacred groves we feel that many of the observations and their behewiamn
unanswered. Generally the bats seen in sacred groves are those having yellow colour
at the abdomen which is visible when they hang upside down while roosting. They are
commonly seen roosting in trees like, Veteria, Elanji, Jnaval, Elavu Punna aad Pa
Evidently they prefer trees bearing fleshy fruits. But we have not come across bats
roosting on Antiaris toxicatia.lt is presumed that they avoid this tree due the toxic sap
this tree contain in their bark.

Another observation is that they are notyweommon in sacred groves. But
there are many SGs where bats are not reported. Though they are seen in one SG in
the nearby SGs they are absent. They are seen only in very few SGs attached to
temples. Here again they occupy isolated corner where distgrbanleast. One
reason for their selection of SG may be least disturbance from people, availability of
fruit trees not only in the SG but in surrounding area supporting palms like coconut,
and areca nut. Apparently they avoid crop applied with pesticidexal people
complain about the damage they cause to the agricultural crop like palms.

There are instances where the trees are destroyed by their roosting in SGs.
Caryotta urine , tall Vateria and Adenanthera trees and also coconut and areca nut
paims... While some of the custodians raise this complaint against bats, most of the
custodians of SGs supporting bats have no such problem. Another observation is that
they also roost in trees with out any leaves. They are not bothered even where loud
speakes are fixed on treeslere they are often seen hanging on Vatica chinensis as
can be seen ipicture 14 Plate V.

Peacock

Peacock visits some of the SGs finding favourable conditions of food. It feeds
on plant parts, insects, white ants etc. Alsakes plenty of water. It can devour even
snakes. It scratches termite mound in sacred groves and eat the ants coniteg out.
fowl is reported from many of the SGs. But they are mostly on the move. They prefer
SGs adjoining paddy fields. Local informatics that they suddenly appear in the
morning or evenings soon after rain subsides. Sacred groves with light canopy and
bushy undergrowth or tall grass are stated to be their favorite. Their wiyaxfing
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make the surroundings healthy. They feed ondizarhodents, and even small snakes.
They avoid flying but do fly to tall trees for roosting.

By virtue of their iridescent bluish green plumage and beautiful large tail they
are noticed easly by people. They escape from falling victim to the huntersysss
they are in the vicinity of sacred groves.

CIVET -(Toddy cat)

This elusive nocturnal animal is mostly herbivorous. Besides fruits they feed
on small insects. They relish palm flower sap and has earned theTioahe Cat.
They are very commonly reged seen in SGs. But nowhere we could get any report
about the damages they cause to the plants excepting feeding on fruits.

Worship/ Deities/Folklore/ Folk Arts

Introduction

It is believed that Arabian Sea once extended up to the foot of Western Ghats
and the land of Kerala has emerged out of sea bit by bit over a period of centuries.
Therefore the hilly districts likeMalappuram Palakkad, Idukki etc can claim its
antiquity mwch more than the coastal districts of Ker&alicut(Kozhikode)is one of
the districts with extensive coastal belt on the one side and luxuriant forest area on the
other side. It isa historicalpiece of landwith a hoary past. It is also called the €oc
Fort. According to the historian, K.V.Krishnan lyer, the téfozhikodemeans Koyil
(Palace) Kodu (fortified). Anyhow, from time immemorialistipiece of landhttracted
travelersand traderswith its charming physical features and prosperspecialy
being t he OFEventtoday,ahe glenpthat Gakicdt had has not faded. The
political history of Kozhikode is a story of treacherous anrdalceived conspiracies
hatched by th&Vestern powersThe history of Kozhikode reveals that this landsw
earlier ruled by th€herasand later bysamoothiries

Population- religion

Kozhikode has been a mulithnic and multreligious town since the
earlymedieval period TheHindusforms the largest religious group, followed
by Muslimsand ChristiansHindusform the majority at 57.7% of the
population.Muslims form 37.6% of the populatiorAccording to historians, the
Arabian traders had very good rapport with the Samoothiries of Kozhikode due to the
trade transactions of spices and other hill producesietarn, the Samoothiries
permitted to preach Islam in the land. Though there had been Christianity in the area,
it flourished only with the arrival of the Portuguese after 1500 AD.

The Hindus engage in beliefs spanning all formgheism as well as
atheism Brahma Vishnuy, Shivaand other Gods and Goddesses of the Hindu
pantheon are worshipped. Many places have temples with local deities, more often a
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Goddess (Devi). Festivities likEheyyamThira and art forms

like Ottamthullal Kathakaliare performed in the festive occasions. Many temples
have associated oracles calelichappad Serpentand ancestral worship are also
practiced.

Similarly Avethan is a figure head uniquenarthern kerala.A senior person
in a family is designated as Avethan and others in the family take orders from him for
every activity connected with the festival and management from him.(Ex.
Palakurumbil Palliyarackal Bhagavathy Kshetram k&l/8. Kozh.

Komaram is also a rare designation to one who is considered to be a
representative of Devi deity. By praying and getting blessings he invokes the power of
Devi and predict certain changes required. He also suggests remedies for miseries
among devotees. = Poolayankara Gurudeva Vettikkai Kshetrakavu)ld. Kozh.18

The district, with its historical importance, has number of temples many of
which are conspicuous with its extensive piecesofgated areas, the Sacred Groves,
l ocally known ademgeyard iaidclusivé &f theitgniple stroctures
constructonmnd t he wooded areas, the O0Kotad is c
Even for ths study purpose, there had been objections frieencustodiangvenfor
enteringt he &6 Kot adased. mmhiscisebedawsé of the ardent belief in nature
wor ship.

The Sacred Groves which are protected on tiseib&a d evsa toha sanket ha
are kept with utmost sacredness. It is quite human to depeg@ddsordevathas
when things are out ad n ecorgrol. The faith ordevathagleities increased when
favorable things happened even by accident. The resmgtstrct protection of this
eco system in the name of worshipD®vathas or Dieties.

Deities and Worship

Kavusare considered as sacred gardens. To protect and conseavine
many rituals andelated practices are followed. Worship afevathasis the most
common ritual followed. Many othesedevathas are of local concepts.There is
diversity in deities worshipped in thé&vus of the district. Each has a presiding deity
and most of them have associated deities too. Presiding deity may be a God, Goddess
or Sepent. ManyKavus are dedicated to snake alone. Snake is also the associated
deity in many otheKavus. The deities are known by different names in the various
Kavusof the district. Ayyappan, Sivan, Guru, Muthappan, Hanuman, Subramaniam,
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Jathavan, Bhairaan, Vettakorumakan, Kariathan, Kuttichathan, Karumakan,
Kirathamoorthy etc are some of the Gods worshipped Bhdgavathy, Bhadrakali,
Devi, Annapoorneswari, Bhuvaneswary, Durdgédungallur Ammaetc are the
GoddessedNagam, Nagakali, Nagakanyaka, Nagekshietc are theéSerpant deities.

In some SGsmere sangalpam or chithrakoodams are also worshipped.

The village society collectively takes part in theials. By conducting the
rituals the entire community is believed to be blessed. It represmrtis and
collective action of the community. Here beifhts and obligations are strengthened.
Blood cult existed in the past. Sacrifice of a large number of common fowl was done
in the pasbut is stopped by law now.

Presenly, symbolic hunting igperformed to satisfythe spiritual need of this
ritual.

Except a few, ownership of most of th&vus vests with non Brahmin
communities.Nair and theeyarcommunities have the majority in ownership of the
Kavus.A few Kavusbelong toAssaricommunityand scheduledastesThough the
ownership is as mentioned abov@ojas are mainly brahmana pooja.Worship
patterns and rituals vary from place to placePaikkatukav, the deityphadrakaliis
worshipped by offeringali with Coriander powder, Nooru, Honey, Ghee, den
coconut, Aval, Malar, Thechipoovu, Ada, Appam etc.

Astrology has ammportantrole over rituals and offerings. Astoger decides
the qualificationef the person to behosenas priest in most shrines. He decides the
date offestivals in kavuswhere here is no fixed date. He declares the need for an
additionalrituals during festivals.

Individualsseek the advice of astrologer for finding out the kind of offerings
to be given by them iorder to escape from wrath of deities which are supposed to be
manifested in the form otevere diseases, financial crisis or sterility. The same
astrology is now alleged to be turning into a threat for the existence of ggoves.
In order to cutrees fromsacredgroves for financial benefits or to clear the Idod
construction purposes t he astr ol og e punaprathisihtais soeghtt o cond
now-a-days.
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
