Auction shall be subject to the depot auction terms and conditions published as Pro (5) 26274/12
dt 11.12.2012 of Additional Principal Chief Conservator of Forests (FM) Tvm and other existing
conditions relating to the sale of standing trees and the following conditions . Intending
Tenderers/Bidders should deposit an Earnest Money Deposit of Rs.50,000/- (Rupees Fifty
Thousand only) till 6 pm on the previous day of the auction through e-chalan in e-treasury in the

head of account of account 0408-01-101-99-05 for participating in the e-auction. Send the copy of

above e-chalan to the e-mail id dfo.clkdy.for@kerala.gov.in. The buyer registration number has to
be mentioned while paying the EMD.

Sale Conditions

1. The successful Tenderers/Bidders have to remit 35% of the sale value . after adjusting E.M.D
already remitted, within 07 days from the date of confirmation. If he fails to remit this
amount, the EMD will be forfeited to Government and the area will be re-auctioned at his
risk and loss.

2. In case of unsuccessful bidders . the E.M.D will be returned to the bidders

3. In case the notified date happens to be a public holiday, the auction will be conducted on the
next working day at the notified place and time.

4. Intending bidders may inspect the plantations and satisfy themselves with the area of
plantation, quantity and quality of the produce before participating in the e-auction. Complaints

if any regarding quality and quantity etc. received after the e-auction will not be entertained




5. The confirmation of the e-auction sale will ordinarily be communicated to the party
concerned as early as possible. Within 15 days from the date of issue of acceptance letter,
the successful tenderers/Bidders should execute an agreement on a stamp paper worth rupees
equal to an amount, 0.1% of the total Sale value , after remitting 1/3™ of the balance sale
value and 5% Forest Development Tax, GST (as per Rule) and Income Tax at the rate in
force and security deposit of 5% for the total sale value. In case of failure to remit the amount
within 15 days extension shall be granted by the Divisional Forest Officer for 15 days subject
to the realization of 12% penal interest. Further extension for 15 days shall be granted by the
Divisional Forest Officer subject to the realization of 24% penal interest. In case of failure to
remit the amount within the extended period. further extension for 15 days by the Chief
Conservator of Forests, Central Circle, Thrissur and 15 days by the Addl. Principal Chief
Conservator of Forests shall be granted subject to the realization of penal interest at 24% and
48% respectively. But all the extension periods mentioned above will be within the original
contract period.

6. The balance 2/3" sale value should be remitted in two equal installments by the successful
Tenderers/Bidders. The first installment should be remitted within 15 days from the date of
agreement and the second installment within 30 days from the date of agreement or within
the contract period whichever is earlier. If the successful Tenderers/Bidders fails to remit the
above amount within the period mentioned above, extension for 15 days by realizing penal
interest at 12% by the Divisional Forest Officer concerned, extension for 30 days by realizing
penal interest at 24% by the Chief Conservator of Forests concerned and further extension
for 30 days by the Addl. Principal Chief Conservator of Forests concerned by realizing penal
interest at 48% shall be granted respectively. But all the above extended periods will be
within the original contract period.

7. The participating Tenderers/Bidders have rights for the felling. collection and removal of
marked and enumerated standing trees only and they have no right for felling, collection and

removal of others.

8. The successful bidders have to pay FDT (Forest Development Tax), GST, Income Tax, and all
other relevant taxes and charges at the rate prevailing from time to time.

9. No post offer is permitted in the e-auction.




10. The period of contract will be 60 days from the date of intimation of confirmation. No
extension of the period of contract shall normally be granted on any ground. Under very
special circumstances, for good and sufficient reasons, the Chief Conservator of Forests
concerned may grant extension of time for one month each respectively on realization of

penalty or penalties for completion of each work for each month mentioned below.

a) For enumerated trees and balance un felled per hectare or fraction thereof- Rs.750/- per hectare
b) Unremoved registered logs and unregistered logs- Rs.100/- per m’ or fraction thereof.
¢) Unremoved firewood- Rs.50/- per Tone or fraction thereof.

Penalty will be assessed and realized on timber, firewood as the case may be which are either
uncollected or unremoved during the original contract period. The penalty for the first month shall
be realized as per above rates, double the rate for the second month shall be realized. If the
Tenderer/Bidder fail to remove the entire produce within the above extended period, the whole
timber and firewood collected by the tenderer as per the agreement will be forfeited to government

and the Tenderer/Bidder shall not have any right on the produce confiscated to government.

In the above circumstances, the balance work to be executed by the tenderer shall be completed

departmentally and all the loss sustained to government in this regard shall be realized from the

tenderer/bidder

11. The purchaser shall not assign or transfer the allotted plantations to any other person
or party.
12. The contractor or his agent shall enter into the coupe only after getting the written permission

from the Divisional Forest Officer, Chalakudy or Range Forest Officer, Vellikulangara
13. The contractor shall at all time during the currency of the contract, keep the boundaries

cleared to a width of 2 meters and keep the cairns intact.

14. A duly authorized agent of the purchaser shall be present at all the times in the contract area.
Purchaser may employ an agent or agents to assist them in the work but no such agent shall be
considered as duly authorized agent unless his name, residence and a specimen of his signature
have been submitted to the Divisional Forest Officer and approved by him. Divisional Forest
Officer reserves to himself the power to object to any of those men appointed as such, by the
Purchaser on sufficient grounds. The Purchaser shall not engage as their agent or workmen or

any person blacklisted by the Kerala Forest Department or Government.

15. The Purchaser, their agent and workmen shall comply with the orders and instructions issued

by the authorized officers of Kerala Forest Department including Beat Forest Officers, Section

Forest Officers, Deputy Range Forest Officers, Range Forest Officers and Divisional Forest

Officer from time to time in the matter of collection and removal of produce under the contract.

The contractor will be liable for any damage or loss caused to other trees in the nearby
plantations, if any or in the reserve

The Purchaser shall be liable for any loss caused to the produce collected by them by the way
of fire, theft or any other means caused due to any action or omission by purchaser’s officials
or their agents. Purchaser may insure the produce collected by them from the allotted area
against fire, theft or any other loss as per the Rules governing the insurance of goods and shall
pay to the Kerala Forest Department the value of any such produce lost due to fire, theft or any

other means.

The Purchaser, their agent and workmen shall be dealt with as per the provisions under Kerala
Forest Act and Rules. They shall not knowingly give any shelter within the contract area to any

person who has committed any criminal offence.

The security deposit will be refunded only after the successful completion of the Agreement
conditions after producing the clearance certificates of Sales Tax, GST, Income Tax, If there
is any liabilities outstanding in this respect to the government, that will be adjusted from the
security deposit of the contractor.

All common conditions regarding sale coupes are also applicable to this e-auction.

The license for the removal of felled trees from the site shall be issued only after full payment
of tender and taxes. The contractor shall obtain a pass from the forest department to removed

the felled trees from the site.

. The bidder will be liable for all the illegal activities occurred within 0.4 km perimeter of the

above mentioned area. Any such activities noticed should be reported to the forest officials

by the contractor, otherwise the contract will be cancelled.

. The contractor will be liable for any damage or loss during the felling and removal of trees

that may be caused, to the accidental death of contractor’s employees ,Government or public.

If any modification or change in the sale condition are intimated by the Additional Principal
Chief Conservator of Forests (Pro) Thiruvananthapuram that will be also be applicable to this
e-auction , Divisional forest officer shall be the authority to interpret all or any of the conditions
laid down within the contract and their decision shall be final and binding on Purchaser. All
disputes arising out of or anyway connected with the contract shall be deemed to have arisen
in Vellikulangara Range area and within the jurisdiction of Chalakudy Court, Thrissur which

court shall determine such disputes.




25. All common conditions regarding sale coupes are also applicable to this e-auction. The
license for the removal of timber and firewood collected from the coupe should be issued
only on the basis of the prevailing norms.

26. The starting price quoted in below the seigniorage rate calculated as per government rate,
there for before awarding the work to successful bidder needful approval will be sought from
government .
