As per the Government Order read as 1st above, sanction was accorded for the

fabrication of two Mini Forest Fire Responder Vehicles for an amount of Rs. 63.72 lakh 

under the State CAMPA fund. Accordingly, two Nos. of chassis of TATA Xenon Yodha 

were purchased from M/s TATA Motors Ltd and the same entrusted to M/s Vijay Fire 

Vehicles & Pumps Ltd for undertaking fabrication works. The fabrication works were 

completed and the vehicles have been delivered by the concerned firm to Kerala Forest 

Department. Vide reference read as 2nd above, it was decided to allot the vehicles to Central 

Circle and Eastern Circle respectively. The cost of the vehicle (including fabrication charges) 

is Rs. 29.41 lakhs (per vehicle).
