The forest cover of the Kerala State as per the 2009 report of FSI was 17324 Km? with

1443 Km? very dense forest, 9410 Km? of moderate dense forest and 6471 Km? of open forest.

This constitutes 44.58% of the total geographical area of the state, shows that the forest cover of

Kerala increased over previous assessment. There is an increase of very dense forest cover to the

tune of 419 Km?, moderate forest of 774 Km?and open forest 536 Km?. As per the report, the

main reason for forest cover increase was due to the change in the area of the trees outside forest.

Finance

Revenue and Expenditure

The forest contributes substantially to the non-tax revenue of the state. The total Non Tax
revenue of the state during the year was accounted as "1780.32 crores in which the contributions
of the forestry sector comes to "272.80 crores, i.e. 15.32%. Major portion of the forest revenue
is generated by way of timber. During 2009-10, * 231.21 crores was the revenue from timber
which account for 84.75 % of the total forest revenue.

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Participatory Forest Management (PFM)

The State has adopted Participatory Forest Management (PFM) as a strategy for
conservation of bio-diversity and for the improvement of livelihood of forest dependent people
by forming partnership institutions at grass root level since 1998. The institutions in territorial
forest divisions are called Vana Samrakshana Samithies (VSS). Those in sanctuaries and national
parks are called Eco-Development Committees (EDC). During the year 2009-2010 there were
389 numbers of VSSs and 185 numbers of EDCs. Detailed statistics on VSS/EDC are given in
tables 8.6 to 8.10 below.
