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= "MathLkettan area is partof the Cardamom Hill Reserve (CHR) notified
in the” Travancoro Government Gazette dated the 24th August 1897, wherein
the area was constituted as a Reserve Forest under section 18 of Regulatlon IX
of 1068. - Subsequently various Government ordcrs/rules, were issued for
assigning tho Cardamom Hill Reserve area for Cardamom cultlvatlon as well
as reéardmg the control over the land and trees. - /
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The provisions contained in G.O. (Ms.) 804/58/Rcv dated the 9th August-
1958 were being followed for the-management of the Cardamom Hill Reserve
area, thereby control over the land rests with the Revenue Department,
and control over the tree growth with the Forest Department. Hence there
was a dual control over the Cardamom Hill Reserve areas. Subsequently,
